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ECONOMIC INDICATORS

ANALYSIS

EMPLOYMENT

According to Current Employment Statistics provided by the
Wyoming Department of Employment, the local economy
continued to show remarkable growth over the rstquarter
of 2007. For the rst quarter of 2007 compared to the rst
guarter of 2006, the number of employed personsincreased
by 900 persons or 2.1 percent. The increase in employ-
ment from 2005 to 2006 was even larger, 983 employed
persons or 2.4 percent. The increase in number of persons
employed indicates sustained growth for the economy of
Laramie County.

Employment indicators (Table 1), which consist of
Current Employment Statistics (CES) and Local Area
Unemployment Statistics (LAUS), are both compiled by
the Wyoming Department of Employment. It is important
to note, CES and LAUS are never in agreement and often
times are contradictory. While CES showed signi cant
growth during 2006 (983 employed persons or 2.4%), LAUS
2006 annual average employment decreased by 292 work-
ers or one percent. During the rst quarter of 2007, LAUS
civilian labor force and employment both increased, 0.3%
and 0.2% respectively, from the rst quarter of the 2006.
The differences in the reported CES and LAUS data are
quite large and these differences create uncertainty as to
just how well the local economy is performing.

LAUS also reported the average unemployment
rate at 4.3 percent in the rst quarter of 2007 compared
to 3.9 percent in the fourth quarter of 2006. For the
past three years, the average unemployment rate
had decreased. However the reported increase in the
unemployment rate this quarter was due to the fact that
the total civilian labor force increased at a greater rate
thereby, adding more potential workers seeking work and
currently unemployed.

Help wanted ads also gained slightly from a year ago,
increasing from an average of 151 ads in the rst quarter
of 2006 to an average of 158 ads in the rst quarter of
2007.

GENERAL BUSINESS ACTIVITY

A good measure of general business activity is retail sales
as measured by total taxable sales. Since 2003, yearly retail
sales had been increasing at an increasing rate. During
2004 and 2005, the indicator increased by 2.8 percent
(38 million dollars) and 3.3 percent (46 million dollars)
respectively and during 2006, it increased by 4.8 percent
(70 million dollars). First quarter 2007 retail sales dropped
7.4 percent (6.8 million dollars) from fourth quarter 2006.
This decline could, in fact, be due to seasonal changes,
which are typical during the rst quarter.

However, rst quarter 2007 retail sales when com-
paredto rstquarter 2006 retail sales declined 13 percent
(51.7 million dollars). Although this decline is signi cant,
we are not concerned that the decline will continue be-
cause personal income, which is the major determinant
of retail purchases, is expected to grow signi cantly as
2007 progresses.

Annual average auto title registrations dropped two
percent from 2005 to 2006. However, auto registrations
rose slightly during the rst quarter of 2007, up of 59 titles
(2.1%) from the rst quarter of 2006 and 196 titles (7.4%)
from the fourth quarter of 2006.

The number of enplanements (airline boardings) also
had positive adjustments in 2006. The number of enplane-
ments in 2006 increased by two percent after a decline of
11 percentin 2005. Inthe rstquarter of this year, enplane-
ments increased two percent over the fourth quarter 2006
and 13 percent from the rst quarter of 2006.

Bankruptcies during rstquarter 2007 remained con-
stantfrom the number of bankruptcies led duringthe fourth
quarter of 2006. The number of bankruptcies increased by
eight lings from the same time one year ago.

Banking activity slowed inthe rstquarterof2007.Net
income declined nearly two percent from the rst quarter
of 2006. Deposits were down 5.5 percent from a year ago,
while total loans were down nearly 14 percent.



CONSTRUCTION

Construction activity during 2006 was not able to keep pace
with levels established in 2004 and 2005. Total permits
issued in 2006 declined by 575, off 25 percent from the
number issued in 2005. In fact, the total number of single-
family permits issued within Cheyenne and the county fell
35 percent and 28 percent respectively during 2006.

First quarter 2007 activity continued that trend. City
single-family permits for this quarter (29 permits) were
down from the rst quarter of 2006 by 68 percent and the

rst quarter of 2005 by 74 percent. There were 31 rural
single-family permitsissued during the rstquarterof2007,
a drop of 42 percent from a year ago, and 39 percent from
the same quarter of 2005.

The total dollar value of city residential construction
mirrored the drop in permits. Actually, city valuation gures
have dropped every year since 2004. The total value of
residential construction dropped marginally in 2005 by three
percent, while it declined nearly 25 percent in 2006. The

rstquarter of 2007 prolonged the decline, falling 10 million
dollars (65%) from the rst quarter of 2006 and 4.5 million
dollars (46%) from the fourth quarter of 2006.

While new home construction continued to decline, the
sale of homes remained fairly constant throughout 2006,
as compared to the two previous years. First quarter 2007
yielded an average of 115 homes being sold per month
which was an increase of 12 percent and 7 percent from
the rstquarters of 2005 and 2006.The average residential
sale price for city homes ($169,005) and the average rural
sale price ($243,098) forthe rstquarter 2007 were both up
three percentfrom rstquarter of 2006. These increases in
single-family sale prices within Laramie County countered
the current national trend of a downward shift in prices.

Even though home sale prices moved positively in
the rst quarter of 2007, the number of residential units
for sale and the average days on the market increased;
neither of these were positive events. The average number

of residential units for sale during 2006 increased from 475
in 2005 to 680 units, a 43 percent increase. The average
number of residential units for sale during the rst quarter
of 2007 was 679 units, an 11 percent increase from rst
quarter 2006. During the rst quarter of 2007, homes
were on the market an average of 97 days as compared
to 79 days a year ago (up 23%), and 92 days from fourth
quarter 2006 (up 5.4%).

Rental vacancies in the rst quarter of 2007 in un-
furnished apartments, homes and duplexes and mobile
homes allincreasedfromthe rstquarterof2006.However,
the number of vacancies decreased from fourth quarter of
2006, a positive sign.

MISCELLANEOUS INDICATORS

Average enrollment in Laramie County School District #1
again declined in 2006, continuing a downward trend that
began in 2001. Over the past ve years, enrollment has
declined from 13,139 students in 2001 to 12,730 students
in 2006. This computes to a loss of 409 students over the
past ve years, a three percent decrease in enrollment.
In spite of this trend, enroliment during rst quarter 2007
increased by 50 students (0.4%) from average rstquarter
2006 enroliment.

Average enrollmentin Laramie County School District
#2 remained constant from 2005 to 2006, while rstquarter
2007 enrollment increased by four percent (31 students)
from the same time a year ago.

For the last ve years, total enrollment in Laramie
County, including private and home-schooled students,
has slowly declined. Total enroliment in 2001 was 14,861
students. Since 2001, total enrollment dropped by 426
students (2.9%) to 14,435 students in 2006. However, rst
quarter of 2007 had increased enroliment of nearly one
percent (121 students) fromthe rstquarterin 2006. Hope-
fully this will be the end of a downward trend in enroliment
in Laramie County.
